ChangeTitle CP1589- Create Additional Market Participant Role Codes

Change Summary: Currently, all the alphanumeric Role Codes have been allocated and are either in use or have beenreserved
by the Market Wide Half Hourly Settlement (MHHS) Programme for use from the beginning of the MHHS
Transition Period. In orderfor new Market Roles to be created in the future, a change to the format of the
‘Market Participant Role Code’Data Item is required to increase the number of available Role Codes.
Moving to a two-character alphanumeric value would provide many new Market Participant Role Codes.

If CP1589 is approved, it will impact the MHHS Programme ISD Method Statement and the Helix
Programme Work Package 3: I1SD as the Market Participant Role Code is defined ISD Entity 1d 21 ‘Role
Code’and is used in several other ISD Entities; ISD Management System; and BSCP707 (ISDD)
Appendicesl & 2.

CRO0041 has beenissued for Participant impact assessment.

On Wednesday 14 February, the DAG rejected CR041. It supported the principle of MHHS Programme
Change Request CR041 and BSC CP1589, but did not think that CR041 should be included in the scope of
the MHHS Programme changes to be delivered for Programme Milestone M10 in March 2025.

As a result, BSCCo will withdraw CP1589, and will considerraising a new BSC CP to effectthe change to
the format of the Market Participant Role Code (JO001)data item to ‘Char(2) after the start of the MHHS
