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MHHS Programme — Executing Test in ADO

Test Plans in ADO allow you to manage and track testing activities. A test plan contains one or more test
suites (test scenarios), which are containers for grouping related test cases.

Test Cases, on the other hand, are individual units of testing, describing a specific test scenario that
must be performed to verify the functionality of a system or application.

Test cases can also be linked to the respective work item (defect) using the parent/child linking.
Together, these three entities provide a comprehensive framework for managing tests and users can
generate charts / reports for testing status and outcomes.

When you have paused atest, and want to hand it over the test case to the next Participant team to execute in the business process
under test, you can do this by:

Highlighting the test case to be handed over in the Test Plan area

Open the menu by Clicking the 3 dots

Go to the Assign Tester option

Select the participant Market Role you want to assign the test case to as per the next steps in the test case

You will then be able to see the allocated participant Market Role in the test plan Execute list view of Cohort test cases (which can also be filtered by
